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“REST AND BE THANKFUL”

The first year the Pilgrims spent in North America was
brutally hard. They were worn out from the long and cruel
voyage, a trip they had barely survived on a diet of pick-
led beef, cheese, and wormy bread. By winter, only half
of the group was alive on the shores of Plymouth. They
were living on roots, wild birds, and shellfish. It looked as
though none of the people who had left England on the
Mayflower would be left to settle in the new country. But
some did survive the winter.

When an Indian walked into the settlement, they were all
terrified, but they said “welcome.” He was Samoset. He
had learned English from the sea captains when he was a
slave. The next day he brought Squanto, who also spoke
English. Squanto lived with the Pilgrims and taught them
to survive by hunting deer. He helped them build warmer
houses and how to trap fish and showed them where wild
berries and herbs grew. In the spring, he taught them to
grow corn, a new crop for them. The corn flourished and
the settlers gained strength that summer. They were
grateful to have food, shelter, and the friendship of the In-
dians. A start had been made in the beaver trade. There
was much for which to be grateful.

So these austere and religious settlers decided to have a
harvest feast and to invite the new friends who had saved
their lives. Edward Winslow wrote of that time, “Our har-
vest being gotten in, our governor sent four men out fowl-
ing, that we might...rejoice together after we had gathered
the fruits of our labors.” As the feast day dawned in 1621,
Massasoit, an Indian chief with 90 Indian braves, walked
into the settlement. The Pilgrims were worried that there
would not be enough food. The Indians went into the for-
est and bagged five deer to feed the multitude. The food
was prepared, a prayer was said, and the feast began.
Three days of feasting and merrymaking followed.

Years later, Sarah Hale, the editor of the women’s maga-
zine, “Godey’s Lady’s Book,” began trying to interest peo-
ple in a national Thanksgiving Day. During the Civil War

she begged the nation to “lay aside our enmities
on one day and join in a Thanksgiving Day of
Peace.” President Lincoln, after reading her
editorial, proclaimed Thursday, November 25,
1863, a day of “Thanksgiving and Praise to our
beneficent God.”

That made the U. S. the first nation to declare
Thanksgiving a public, legal holiday. The
warmth of thankfulness and sharing, the bless-
ings of freedom, and gratitude for abundant
blessings are still the marks we remember and
celebrate today on Thanksgiving. So November
22, rest and be thankful for all the many bless-
ings which God has given you.
